Isaiah 40.1-2
Eg, giving comfort in grief (Philip Jensen)

Comfort in the Christ/ the Gospel/ God’s in control

So we can comfort others — v4-7

V5-6 — sufferings of Christ — then comforted — to patiently
endure

Pass on comfort — story of Craig comforted by John
